On Highway 290 from Austin westbound or Johnson City 
eastbound, in Dripping Springs at the junction with Ranch 
Road 12, turn north. Proceed about 400 yards on Ranch 
Road 12 until you see the entrance on your right to 
Dripping Springs Founder’s Memorial Park. Start will be 
near the swimming pool.

ELIGIBILITY: Everyone is welcome. These events are 
open to all, regardless of age, sex, creed, race or 
nationality. An adult must accompany children under age 
12. 
 
START LOCATION: This event will start at Dripping 
Springs Founder’s Park, 27908 Ranch Road 12, Dripping 
Springs, TX, under the pavilion near the swimming pool. 
 
START / FINISH TIMES: Event will start between 8:00 am 
and 11:00 noon. All participants must be off the trails by 
2:00 pm.  
 
ROUTE: Trail will be on rough surfaces, in pastures, ranch 
roads, and woods. Walk route is 10 Km and the Trail Rating 
is 2+. A shorter route will be available for those individuals 
who feel they cannot complete a full 10K walk. The trail is 
not suitable for strollers and wheelchairs.  Boots, hat and 
walking stick is recommended. 
 
AWARDS: “B” awards from previous walks will be 
available. Children under 12 are eligible for a free “B” 
award of their choice.  Girl Scout award is available to 
Scouts who walk for credit and is included in the “credit 
only” fee.

There will be no refund of participation fees.

EVENT CONDITIONS: The event is held regardless of 
weather conditions.  All participants must carry a Start 
Card. Walk the route twice, on same Start Card, for 
additional distance credit. Events are noncompetitive. Walk 
at your own pace. Pets are allowed but must be on a leash. 
 
SANCTION & IVV CREDIT: This event is sanctioned by 
the American Volkssport Association (AVA), a member of 
the International Federation of Popular Sports (IVV) and 
counts toward acquisition of IVV Achievement Awards. IVV 
Record Books may be purchased at the event for $5.00. 
 
REFRESHMENTS: Water will be available at the 
Start/Finish and at every checkpoint.  Portable toilets will be 
available at the start only.
